Miracles Happen Here

There are times when we are given a glimpse into things we should not know by any natural means. These
are gifts from our Lord that can actually be quite terrifying. From visions of angels who appear with
tidings of “do not be afraid” to St. Joseph’s dream commanding him to take the baby Jesus to Egypt to
keep Him safe (Mt 2:13), to the entire Book of Revelation, people have been getting prophetic messages
since time immemorial. While anyone can have a clairvoyant moment, certain people are given these
experiences repeatedly. The following story tells of one such lady.

From Dan McCarthy, morning Mass regular:

When my late wife, Lynn, was a young girl, she attended Catholic elementary school. While in a school
Mass one morning, she was instantly terrified as she saw the face of one of her younger brother’s friends
appear and rise from the base of the altar up through the ceiling of the church. She became hysterical at the
vision. While the sisters were still trying to calm her, the tragic news came — that boy, whose face she had
seen, James by name, had accidentally been killed by none other than her very own brother Michael.
Unbeknownst to the adults, the two young boys (they were 7 or 8) had played hooky from school that day,
and had found her father’s gun. While playing with the weapon, it fired, instantly killing the friend.

Later on, she experienced the appearance of her grandfather at the foot of her bed, though he lived far
away. He had been in good health, but a phone call to California confirmed that he had indeed passed

away at the time of her vision of him.

Whenever these visions occurred, Lynn would always become overwhelmed with fear. Often it was a
strong foreboding without definite form. When the extreme dread would cause her to react with panic,
others would routinely try to calm her and show her nothing had happened. Once when the strong feeling
of dread had overcome her and warned her something bad was about to happen to a family member, her
foster sister Pat, called all the relatives to gather round her to show they were all okay. After the meeting,
her brother went on an errand and was struck by a car and nearly died. Although he was declared dead at
the time and was in a coma with a massive head injury which would require lifelong medication, Michael
made a full recovery and takes no medicine. This is a miracle in itself. After we were married, I realized
her gift was to be taken seriously, so when she became hysterical at my intention to attend a March for Life
in Washington DC one year, I changed my plans and stayed home.

The Bible reminds us that we are not to ask mediums or seers to give us information about our futures, but
a gift of premonition or knowledge of secret things that arises spontaneously is a certain kind of miracle

that we can accept as a special grace from God.
