Miracles Happen Here 
 

 
Throughout church history, right from the beginning, 
the saints have been asked to intercede on our behalf. 
Some of those miracles are recorded in the Book of 
Acts. At the time of those wonders, the men who  
performed them were still alive. The Catholic 
understanding of eternal life allows us to ask the  
intercession of saints who lived long ago. We know 
these as patron saints of specific causes. Many people 
also feel drawn to and come to rely on specific saints 
in their own lives. These holy men and women have 
been shown to pray on our behalf and gain  
favors for those who consecrate their lives to them. 
The following is one such story. 
 
From Susan Brubaker, parishioner:    
 
The mystery of Prayer, Miracles and Holy Moments 
has opened my heart many times. 
 
In 2016 we were visiting our son in Idaho. He was 
white water rafting on the YAAK river in Montana, 
when his dog, Selle (a white husky rescue), went 
overboard in a deep canyon with raging rapids. Our 
son returned to Idaho without Selle but had posted 
fliers. Her collar and life jacket had his phone number 
imprinted. I am a consecrated daughter of Saint  
Francis de Sales. So for 7 hopeful days, I prayed that 
he would intercede and that we would find out if Selle 
survived in that primitive bear country of Montana. 
We headed back to Delaware in our RV via Montana 
and the YAAK river remote valley. Driving down a 
deserted back road, there was Selle waiting for us. 
She knew our RV and immediately jumped in the 
back door and cried. She was about a mile from where 
she had gone overboard and she had climbed up a 500 
foot canyon to reach the road. This is not the end of 
the miracle. We returned to our son’s house in Idaho 
to deliver Selle. The next morning, we were sitting 
outside, and as always, I was reading the Gospel for 
the day. The reading was about the lost sheep being 
found and the community rejoicing! We read it out 
loud and cried with surprise and joyful thanks.
